Vlaha, u
KneZevom dvoru u Dubrovniku §
otvorena je izlozba ,DrZavni grb
Dubrovacke Republike®, autora
Frane Cizmiéa, kustosa
Dubrovackih muzeja. lzlozba
donosi povijesni pregled razvoja
dubrovackog drzavnog grba od
najstarijin obiljeZzja dubrovacke
komune u XlII. stoljecu,
osamostaljenja nakon Zadarskog
mira 1358., godine do ukinuéa
Republike 1808. Tijekom XILI. i XIII.
stolje¢ca Dubrovnik je priznavao
vlast Bizanta i Venecije. Prema
obvezama sporazuma isticao je
carske, a zatim i mletacke zastave
(lav s Evandeliem - simbol sv.
Marka zastitnika Venecije).

Zadarskim mirom 1358.
Dubrovnik odbacuje mletaCku
vlast i stavlja se pod zastitu
ugarsko-hrvatskog kraljevstva.
Arpadovic¢i su Dubrovniku dodijelili
svoj grb s osam crvenih i srebrnih
pojaseva. Takav grb, ali s obrnutim
rasporedom boja pojaseva i uz
manje izmjene biti ¢e glavni simbol Dubrovacke Republike
sve do kraja njezina postojanja. Od sredine XIV. do poc¢etka
XV. stolje¢a Dubrov&ani pocinju kovati mince (sitni novac) sa
slovom ,R* na reversu (poCetno slovo rijeCi Ragusa —
latinskog imena grada), a pretpostavlja se da se ono koristilo i
na grbovima. Usporedo s tim obiljeZjem, sredinom XIV.
stoljeca, na zastavama, novcu, gradskim kulama pojavljuje
se i lik sv. Vlaha koji uz vjersko poprima i politi¢ko zna¢enje.
Na taj nacin on u Dubrovniku zamjenjuje drzavni grb.

Od XVII. stolje¢a dolazi do promjene oblika dubrovackog
grba tako da pojasevi postaju valoviti, a umjesto srebrne
oslikavaju se plavom bojom. Glavni razlog promjena
povezani su s tumacenjem da srebrni pojasevi predstavljaju
rijeke pa moraju biti plavi. Kao znacajna trgovacka pomorska
drzava Dubrovacka Republika na svojim brodovima vijorila je
i zastavu sv. Vlaha. U XVIII. stolje¢u uz nju koristi se i
zastava/grb s natpisom LI — BER —
TAS“. Grb ,Libertas® zamijenio je

Exhibition ,, The State
Coat of Arms of the Dubrovnik Republic*

\ In February 2010, on the occasion

of the St. Blasius festivities, the
exhibition ,The State Coat of Arms of
the Dubrovnik Republic* was opened in
the Rector's Palace in Dubrovnik. The
author is Frane Cizmié, a custodian in
the Dubrovnik Museums. It provides
the historical overview of the
development of the Dubrovnik state
= coat of arms since 1358 until the end of
the Republic in 1808. During 12" and
13" century, Dubrovnik acknowledged
» sovereignty of Byzantium and Venice.
In accordance with the obligations set
- inthe treaties, it used imperial and then
| Venetian flags (lion with the Gospel —
. (( symbol of St. Mark, patron of Venice).
. By the treaty of Zadar of 1358,
4 Dubrovnik rejects the Venetian rule and
= submits itself to the protection of the
Hungarian-Croatian Kingdom. The
Arapads granted its own coat of arms to
Dubrovnik, with eight red and silver
stripes. Such coat of arms, sometimes
in inverted colours and with minor
alterations became the main symbol of
the Dubrovnik Republic until it existed. Since the mid-14" until
the early 15" century Dubrovnik mints mintsas (small coins)
depicting letter “R” on its reverse (initial of Ragusa — the Latin
name of the city), and it is postulated that it was also used on
the coats of arms. Parallel with that, in the mid-14" century, on
the flags, on the coins, on city fortresses, the figure of St.
Blasius appears, receiving political significance beside the
religious one. In that way, it substitutes the state coat of arms.
Since 17" century a change in appearance of the state
arms happens, the (silver) stripes are since shown with wavy
patterns and are gradually replaced with blue. The main
reason for the change is considered that the interpretations of
the silver bars to represent rivers lead to their blue variation.
As an important maritime trading state the Dubrovnik
Republic was hoisting its flag on its ships, mostly the one
showing St. Blasius. In the 18" century, beside the former, the
flag and the coat of arms inscribed “LI— BER — TAS” appears.
The Libertas coat of arms replaced the official coat of arms on
the Dubrovnik coins in period between 1792 and 1795, so
those coins gained name libertinas.

The College of Arms — vodeci svjetski
heraldicki autoritet

Uvod

Za vrijeme svog znanstvenog
usavrSavanja na Institute for Medieval
Studies u Leedsu, kao i u Institute for
Historical Research u Londonu, autor
ovoga teksta imao je priliku osobno

posjetiti College of Arms, vodedi
svjetski heraldi¢ki autoritet duge
povijesti u njegovom sjediStu u

Londonu. Ljubazno$¢u dr. sc. Clivea
Cheesmana, Rouge Dragon
Pursuivanta, imao se prilike poblize
upoznati s djelovanjem, povijeS¢u i
bogatom knjiznicom ove ustanove.
Stoga bi autor u nekoliko rijeci Zelio i
hrvatskoj javnosti, ponajprije Citateljima
,Grba i zastave®, predstaviti ovu
znacajnu heraldi¢ku instituciju.

Kao $to je vrlo dobro poznato heraldi se po prvi puta pojavljuju u
zapadnoj Europu u vrijeme krizarskih ratova i od kraja 12 stolje¢a
njihova je uloga sve vide povezana uz vladarske dinastije i znac€ajnije
plemicke obitelji, magnate. U pocetku su djelovali kao glasnici i
diplomati, ali i kao pripadnici vojske gdje je njihova uloga iz poCetka
bila prepoznavanje vojnih zapovjednika pomoc¢u simbola koji su
nosili na zastavama, Stitovima ili plastevima. Naime, u to je doba bilo
nemoguce prepoznati osobu prema njegovu licu jer su onodobni
vitezovi nosili kacige koje su im prekrivale cijelo lice. S vremenom su
heraldi na organiziranim viteSkim turnirima postali stru¢njaci za
grbove, ali i za ceremonijalna pitanja, $to je vremenom dovelo i do
velikih kraljevskih ceremonija.

Razvoj upotrebe i potreba za razlikovanje pojedinih obiteljskih ili
grbova pojedinaca dovelo je do nastanka kompliciranog heraldi¢kog
sustava, koji je zahtijevao od engleskih kraljevskih heralda (Heralds
of the English royal household) vodenje detaljnih i kompliciranih
popisa grbova i genealogije engleskih plemi¢kih obitelji. Nastojeci
spojiti mnostvo zapisa koje su stvarali mnogobrojni kraljevski heraldi
engleski kralj Richard Ill. (1452.-1485.) podijelio je 1484. godine
ispravi engleskim kraljevskim heraldima, kojom je jasno naznaceno
djelovanje novonastale kraljevske institucije, The College of Arms,
kao jedinog heraldickog autoriteta za Englesko kraljevstvo
smjeStenog u Londonu. Novom kraljevskom ispravom od 1555.
godine, engleska je kraljica Marija (1516.-1558.) i njezin suprug
Filip Spanjolski (1527.-1598.) potvrdili su povlastice College of
Armsu i darovali mu novu zgradu u Londonu na mjestu gdje se i
danas nalazi.

Danas su heraldi College of Armsa pod direktnom upravom
kneza Norfolka (Duke of Norfolk), koji je nasljedni Earl Marshal, a
imenuje ga engleska kraljica pismenim patentom koji je potvrden
veliki pe¢atom Ujedinjenog Kraljevstva.

Kao $to su bili tijekom proteklih stolje¢a, i danas su heraldi
odgovorni za velike drzavne ceremonije, kao $to je krunidba novog
vladara, otvorenje novog saziva Britanskog parlamenta ili drzavnicki
pogrebi. Kraljevski su heraldi takoder odgovorni za organizaciju
godiSnje procesije viteSkog Reda
podvezice (The Order of the Garter),
kao i za uvodenje novih plemica u gornji
dom Britanskog parlamenta, Kucu
lordova (House of Lords). U takvim
prigodama c¢lanovi Collega of Armsa |
nose svoje tradicionalne grimizne
odore ukrasene kraljevskim [
znakovljem.

Osim ovih ceremonijalnih duznosti
Clanovi College of Armsa imaju vrlo
konkretne heraldi¢ke zadatke.

Introduction

During his internship at the Institute for Medieval Studies in
Leeds and in the Institute for Historical Research in London, the
author of this paper had chance to visit personally the College of
Arms, the leading world heraldic authority of long history, in its seat in
London. Courtesy of Dr. Clive Cheesman, Rouge Dragon
Pursuivant, he had chance to fund out a bit more on the activities,
the history and the rich library of this institution. Therefore, the author
would like in a few words to present this important heraldic institution
to the Croatian public, andfirst of all to the “Grb i zastava” readers.

As itis well known, the heralds appear in the Western Europe in
the period following the Crusades and since the end of 12th century
their role is ever more linked with the ruling dynasties and important
noble families, the magnates. In the beginning they acted as
messengers and diplomats, but also as members of the army, where
their role was since the very beginning the recognition of military
commanders using the symbols the bore on the flags, shield and
robes. Namely, in the period it was impossible to recognize a person
according to his face, since the period knights wore helmets covering
it all. In time, the heralds became experts for these symbols in the
organized tournaments, but also responsible for the issue of
ceremony, eventually leading to large royal ceremonies as well.

The development of the use and the need for differentiation of
family or individual coats of arms lead to a complicated heraldic
system, requiring from the Heralds of the English royal household
maintenance of detailed and complex lists of arms and genealogies
of English noble families. In effort to combine many records
produced by numerous royal heralds, the English King Richard Il
(1452-1485) issued a document to them in 1484, establishing and
prescribing working modes ofthe new royal institution, the College of
Arms situated in London, as the solely heraldic authority for the
English Kingdom. With a subsequent royal document of 1555 the
Queen Mary (1516-1558) and her husband Philip of Spain (1527-
1598) confirmed the privileges of the College of Arms and grnated it a
new building in London, in the same place it is situated today.

The heralds of the College of Arms are today under direct
government of the Duke of Norfolk, who
is hereditary Earl Marshal, named by
the English Queen with a written patent
" sealed with the great seal of the United
Kingdom.

As in the previous centuries, the
heralds are also today responsible for
the large state ceremonies, such as the
coronation of the sovereign, opening of
the new assembly of the British
parliament or the state funerals. The
royal heralds are also responsible for
the annual procession of the knightly
Order of the Garter and for the
installation of the new noblemen in the
upper house of the British Parliament,
the House of Lords. In such occasions

sluZzbu znamo to¢an dan kada je utemeljena. Zbilo se to na [J
dan krunidbe novog engleskog kralja Hernika VII. (1485.- 0y

1509.), 29. listopada 1485. kao uspomena na dotadasnji
kraljevski bedz, ,crveni zmaj od Cadwalladera“.

Tko danas i kako moze dobiti potvrdu svoga grba

Danas je College of Arms vodeca heraldicka institucija i
jedan od autoriteta koji moze podjeljivati grbove ili
potvrdivati ve¢ postojeée grbove privatnim i pravnim
osobama ne samo unutar Ujedinjenog Kraljevstva negoi iz
svih zemalja Britanskog Commonwealtha koji priznaju
britanskog vladara (trenutno kraljica Elizabetu Il.) za svog
suverena. Osoba moze zatraziti podjeljivanje grbovnice s
novim grbom ili potvrdivanje starog obiteljskog grba, to je
u praksi vrlo komplicirano. Naime, nakon $to ovlastena
osoba College of Armsa, najte$ce jedan od ,mladih
heralda“ uvidom u registre grbova koji sezu do sredine 15.
stolje¢a, ustanovi da grb za koji kandidat potrazuje
potvrdivanje, uistinu postoji, te da je u neko doba bio
potvrden odredenoj osobi, kandidat mora dokazati musku
silaznu liniju svojih predaka od osobe kojoj je grb potvrden
u davnim vremenima. To je izrazito zahtjevno jer je
potrebno provesti vrlo detaljna genealo$ka istrazivanja s
podacima o datumima rodenja i smrti
svih osoba u toj muskoj silaznoj liniji.
Ovo zahtjeva podosta vremena, a
osobito ako kandidat potrazuje
potvrdivanje vrlo starog obiteljskog
grba.

S druge strane, mnogo je
jednostavnije zatraziti podjeljivanje
novog grba i grbovnice. Zakonska
regulativa oko toga tko moze potraZziti
podjeljivanje grba, prema rijeCima dr.
sc. Clivea Cheesmana, vrlo je Stura i
neodredena. Osnovni je uvjet da
kandidat mora biti drzavljanin
Ujedinjenog Kraljevstva ili zemalja
Britanskog Commonwealtha (bivSe
britanske kolonije) koji priznaju
britanskog kralja za svog suverena.
Ovo iskljuCuje one zemlje koje su
¢lanice Commonwealtha, ali im
britanska kraljica nije suveren, kao $to
su Indija, Pakistan i vecina africkih
zemalja. Prvenstveno se to odnosi na
Australiju, Novi Zeland i neke druge
poglavito pacificke otoCne zemlje.
Ovdje je potrebno napomenuti da
gradani Skotske, iako dio Ujedinjenog
Kraljevstva Ciji je suveren britanska
kraljica, ne mogu traziti od College of
Armsa potvrdivanje starijih ili
podjeljivanje novih grbova. Naime, tu
funkciju za Kraljevinu Skotsku obavlja
zaseban heraldicki autoritet, Court of
the Lord Lyon, smjeSten u Edinburghu.
Kanada i Juzna Afrika takoder imaju
svoje odijeljene heraldicke urede.
Drugi uvjet koji kandidat mora
zadovoljiti jest pripadnost drustvenom
sloju gentry (drustvena skupina koja se

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Armsin 1484 during King Richard Ill (1483-1485).

The lower order in the College of Arms hierarchy is
composed ofthe four Pursuivants. The office of Bluemantle
Pursuivant was established by King Henrik V (1413-1422)
as assistance to the head of the Order of Garter. The name
of the office is said to come from his original duty to carry
the cloak of the Order of Garter head, which was coloured
blue.

The office of Portcullis Pursuivant was established by
Henrik VIl (1485-1509) soon after he took over the throne.

The Rouge Croix Pursuivant was named after the red
cross of St. George from the Order of Garter bagde. It
seems that it is the oldest office among Pursuivants,
mentioned already in 1418 during King Henrik V (1413-
1422).

The last in the order is the Rouge Dragon Pursuivant,
for which we know exact date of establishment. It was on
the coronation of Henrik VII (1485-1509) on 29 November
1485, as memory to the previous royal badge, the red
dragon of Cadwallader.

Who and how can one get his coat of arms
confirmed today

Today the College of Arms is the leading heraldic
institution and one of the authorities that may grant new
and confirm already existing arms to private and legal
persons, not only within the United Kingdom but from all of
the countries of the Commonwealth that recognize the
British king (currently Queen Elisabeth ll) for its sovereign.
A person my request grant of armorial letter with a new coat
of arms or confirmation of an old family arms, this being
rather complicated in practice. Namely, after the official of
the College of Arms, usually one of the Pursuivants,
searching the registries reaching back to the mid-15th
century, establishes that the coat of arms that is requested
for confirmation really exists and that it was granted to
someone at some point, the candidate
has to prove the male heritage line of
his predcessors from that person who
was granted the arms. That is rather
complex, requiring detailed genealogic
research with data on births and deaths
of all his male descendants of that
person. This is time consuming,
especially if the required arms is rather
old.

On the other hand, the request for a
new coat of arms is much simpler. The
basic condition is that the candidate is
citizen of the United Kingdom or the
countries of Commonwealth (former
British colonies) recognizing the British
king for its sovereign. This excludes
those countries of Commonwealth for
which the British Queen is not
sovereign, such as India, Pakistan and
most of the Africa. Therefore this
includes mostly Australia, New
Zealand, and some other mostly Pacific
countries. However, the citizens of
Scotland, even if it is part of the United
Kingdom, can not request arms from
the College of Arms, since Scotland
has its own heraldic authority, the Court

Edinburgh. Canada and South Africa
have their own heraldic offices as well.
The second condition that the
candidate has to qualify is adherence to
the social class of gentry (the class
appears in the second half of 14th
century, being the lower nobility), i.e.
that the candidate is a true gentleman.
As pointed out by Dr. Cheesman, the
British legislation do not know of

kandidat istinski gentleman. Kako, prema
rije€ima dr. sc. Cheesmana, britanski
zakoni ne poznaju zakonsku odredbu o
gentlemanu, kandidat jednostavno mora
biti ugledan i kazneno neosudivan
gradanin Ujedinjenog Kaljevstva. Osoba
moze biti znanstvenik, ugledni javni
sluzbenik, doktor ili bilo koja osoba s
fakultetskim obrazovanjem. Ovdje je ipak
potrebno naglasiti da dobivanjem
grbovnice i obiteljskog grba, kandidat ne
stiCe nikakav plemicki status. To je pak u
nadleznosti jedne druge kraljevske
ustanove.

Kako te€e procedura za dobivanjem
obiteljskog grba i grbovnice? Nakon $to je
kandidat dokazao da je britanski gradanin
i gentelman, kandidat mora poslati
pismeni zahtjev za podjeljivanjem novog
grba i grbovnice, koji razmatra jedan od
trojice ,kraljeva heralda®, ovisno o mjestu
prebivaliSta kandidata. Nakon $to je jedan
od ,kraljeva heralda“ prihvatio
kandidatovu molbu ocijenivsi je
prihvatljivom, kandidat se upucuje na
jednog od cetvorice ,mladih heralda“.
Naravno da kandidat moze predloziti
elemente koje Zeli u svom novom
obiteljskom grbu, ako se oni ne kose sa
osnovnim heraldi¢kim pravilima. Nakon
Sto se izradi skica novoga grba, zapravo

zapocCinje pravi posao. ,Mladi herald® !

mora prouCiti sve postojeCe registre
grbova koji se nalaze u College of Arms
pokusavajuci ustanoviti da li je prijedlog
za novi grb originalan, tj. da nikada prije
nitko nije koristio takav grb. Ovo je
izuzetno zahtjevan posao jer registri
grbova sezu od pocetka 15. stoljeca te ih
ima izuzetno mnogo, $to nije neobi¢no
ima li se u vidu bogata engleska
heraldi¢ka tradicija.

Nakon S3to je ustanovljeno da je
prijedlog za novi grb originalan i nikad
koristen, jedan od ,mladih heralda“
izraduje grbovnicu u kojoj je sadrZzan tekst
s opisom grba kao i slika grba. Grbovnica
je napisana na engleskom jeziku, kao $to
je i obi€aj gotovo od najstarijih sacuvanih
registara grbova. UobiCajeno je da se
slika grba nalazi u lijevom gornjem kutu
dokumenta, a kandidat moze traziti i bedz
s elementima svoga novoga grba. Slici
grba pridaje se velika paznja te se novigrb
izraduje prema svim pravilima heraldicke
struke te se na njemu mogu nalaziti samo
heraldi¢ki dopustivi elementi. Grbovnicu
potpisuje jedan od ,kraljeva heralda®, dok
unos u novoga grba u registar grbova
obavlja jedan od ,maldih heralda“. U

registru grbova se nalazi cjeloviti tekst

grbovnice i slika grbovnice. Naravno,
bogato ukrasenu grbovnicu preuzima

kandidat. Cijela procedura se naplaéuje,

te zaizradu i podjeljivanje grbai grbovnice
kandidat mora platiti oko 4300 britanskih
funti.

Zanimljivo je da grb mogu potraziti i i}

pravne osobe (razne institucije ili
gospodarska tijela, tvrtke), te se njima
podjeljuje novi grb i taj se postupak
naplac¢uje oko 13750 britanskih funti.

Na kraju treba ponovo istaknuti da
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category of gentleman, the
candidate is therefore required
simply to be a respectable and
criminally unprosecuted citizen of
the United Kingdom. The person
may be a scholar, a respectable
public official, a doctor or any other
person with university degree. It
should be pointed out that with the
grant of arms the candidate does not
receive any nobility status. That is in
the jurisdiction of an other royal
institution.

What is the procedure for
granting a family arms and an
armorial patent? After the candidate
proves that he is a Birish citizen and
a gentleman, he has to send a
written request for a new grant of
arms, that is considered by one of
the three Kings of Arms, depending
on the regional jurisdiction. After he
approves the request, the candidate
is directed to one of the four
Pursuivants. Of course, the
candidate may propose elements he
wish to see in his new coat of arms, if
they comply with the heraldic rules.
After the draft of the new arms is
made, the real work actually begins.
The Pursuivant has to study all of the
existing registers in the College of
Armes, to establish is the proposal is
original, i.e. that such arms was not
used by anyone else before. That is
a tedious work as these registers are
abundant, not unusual considering
the long English heraldic tradition.

After it is established that the
draft is original and unused before,
one of the Pursuivants prepares the
armorial letter containing the blazon
and the depiction of the new arms.
The document is written in English,
as it was done since almost the
beginnings of the office. Itis common
that the depiction is in the top left
corner, while the candidate may
request also a badge with elements
from the coat of arms. The depiction
is made meticulously in accordance
to heraldic rules, and may include
only such elements as are
heraldically acceptable. The
document is signed by one of the
Kings of Arms, while the new arms is
inscribed in the registry by one of the
Pursuivants. The registry contains
the complete text of the armorial
letter and the depiction. Of course, a
richly decorated armorial letter is
given to the candidate. The entire
procedure is charged, and the
production and grant of armorial
letter costs about £4300.

The legal persons (various

_ institutions and commercial bodies,

companies) may also request an
arms, and this procedure may cost
upto £13750.

Finally, it should be reiterated
that with the grant of arms, the
candidate do not receive any noble
status, while the coat of arms must
be used decently following all the

Nekoliko rijeci
College of Armsa

Nakon nove potvrde o osnutku i 5
pravima College of Armsa iz 1555. §
godine kraljevski su heraldi dobili
novo zemljiSte na Derby Placeu u
blizini katedrale Svetoga Pavla u
Londonu, gdje se i danas nalazi.
NaZzalost, i palaca Derby Place je
izgorjela u velikom poZaru koji je zahvatio London 1666. godine.
Nakon prikupljanja donacija za novu zgradu, ona je izgradena u vrlo
kratkom roku ve¢ 1670. godine. Ovdje su urede dobili kraljevski
heraldi, kao i prostor za jedinstvenu knjiznicu koju ponajvise
saclinjavaju registri grbova. Tu se nalazi i soba suda Earla Marshala
(Earl Marshal's Court). Rije€ je o glavnoj i najljepsoj sobi visokoj dva
kata, sa galerijom za promatranje, u kojoj je stolovao Earl Marchal i
donosio javne proglase o potvrdivanju novih grbova, ali i o
oduzimanju do tada koritenih.

Neke manje dogradnje su na zgradi izvedene u drugoj polovici
19. stoljeca, i to prvenstveno na prozorima i krovu. Takoder je i
dodana nova prostorija za ¢uvanje rastuée zbirke registara grbova.
Nazalost tijekom njemackog —=y i |
bombardiranja Londona 1940. godine i
zgrada College of Armsa je dozivjela
znatna oStecenja. Unato¢ drugadijim
prijedlozima zgrada College of Armsa je
detaljno obnovljena prema sacuvanim
nacrtima i fotografijama, te se i danas
nalazi na adresi Queen Victoria Street,
London EC4, United Kingdom.

Zanimljivo je napomenuti da se u
knjiznici College of Armsa ne Cuva samo
izuzetno bogata zbirka registra grbova
(od oko 750 svezaka, u kojima se nalazi
nekoliko tisu¢a grbova), nego i bogata
genealoSka zbirka s mnoStvom
obiteljskih stabala ne samo plemstva,
nego zapravo i u veclem broju
pripadnika staleza gentryja, tzv. gentlemana. Osim toga tu se Cuva i
bogata heraldi¢ka zbirka sa heraldi¢kim priru¢nicima i stru¢nom
literaturom ne samo iz anglofonskog svijeta, nego iz gotovo ¢itavog
svijeta gdje postoji heraldicka bastina. Nazalost, knjiznica sa svojim
zbirkama nije otvorena za javnost. Institucija izdaje i specijalizirani
heraldicki ¢asopis, The Coat of Arms, koji izlazi dvaput godisnje i
donosi ¢lanke iz heraldi¢ke povijesti i prakse, te danasnje zakonske
regulative.

Umijesto zakljucka

Na kraju je potrebno naglasiti da je College of Arms jedan od
rijetkih heraldi¢kih autoriteta koji svoje
korijene ima u heraldickoj bastini
srednjovjekovne Engleske, i koji
neprekinuto djeluje od svoga
utemeljenja 1484. godine. S vremenom
se njegova uloga i jurisdikcija mijenjala,
ali uvijek su heraldi College of Armsa bili
usko vezani uz engleske vladarske
dinastije pod cijim su pokroviteljstvom
djelovali od svoga utemeljenja. Cuvajuci
heraldicku tradiciju britanskih zemalja
heraldi Cuvaju i vlastiti identitet izrazito
dugog trajanja.

heraldic rules. the College of Arms
following its over five centuries long
tradition and mandate by the British
sovereign, by it own authority guarantees
uniqueness and heraldic correctness of
each granted coat of arms.

On the College of Arms building

After the new charter on establishment
and rights of the College of Arms of 1555
the royal heralds were granted a new site
at the Derby Place near the St. Paul
Cathedral in London, where they are still
today. Unfortunately, the Derby Place
Palace was burnt down in the great
London fire of 1666. It was rebuilt already
in 1670. The offices for the royal heralds
were set there, as well as the unique
library consisting mostly of the registries of arms. There is also the
hall of the Earl Marshal Court — the main and most representative
room two stories high, with a balcony, where the Earl Marshal was
publicly proclaiming new and withdrawing the previous coats of
arms.

Some minor additions were made on the building in the second
half of the 19th century, on the windows and the roof. A new room for
the growing collection of registers of arms was added as well.
Unfortunately, during the German bombing of London in 1940 the
building was severely damaged. In spite of different proposals, it was
renovated in all details in accordance with preserved projects and
photographs, and is still on the same address Queen Victoria Street,
London EC4, UK.

It should be said that the library does not
contain only an extraordinary collection of
registries of arms (some 750 volumes, with
several thousands of arms), but also a rich
genealogic collection with many family trees,
not only of nobility, but mostly of the gentry —
the gentlemen. Besides, there is also a rich
heraldic collection of manuals and scholar
books not only from Anglophone world, but
from the entire world where there is any
heraldic heritage. Unfortunately, the library is
not opened to public. The institution publishes
a specialized heraldic journal The Coat of
Arms, semi-annually printing the articles from
heraldic history and practice, including the
modern relevant legislation.

In stead of a conclusion

Finally, it should be stated again that the College of Arms is one of
only few surviving heraldic authorities; it has its roots in the heraldic
heritage of the medieval England and acts continuously since its
establishment in 1484. It role and jurisdiction changed with time, but
the College of Arms heralds were always closely tied with the English
ruling dynasty, under which auspices they acted since their
beginning. Preserving the heraldic tradition of the British countries,
the heralds preserve also their own identity of exceptionally long
duration.

Demistificirani
»Vitezovic¢« i »Heraldicki glasnik«

U posljednjem broju Arhivskog vjesnika Tomislav Galovi¢ je
objavio pregledni rad [1] kojim konacno struénoj javnosti otkriva
Jajnu“ dva heraldi¢ka ¢asopisa koji medu hrvatskim heraldi¢arima i
za grbove zainteresiranim entuzijastima ve¢ dugo imaju status
legende. Mnogi su za » Vitezovi¢a« [2] i »Heraldicki glasnik« [3] ¢uli,
neki su poneki broj i vidjeli, ali uglavnom najcesce nine znaju Sto se u
njima moze naci. Pokoji svezak jednog i drugog ¢asopisa moze se
naci u knjiznicama relevantnih muzeja i instituta, a cjelovita zbirka
svih svezaka €uva se jedino u Nacionalnoj i sveuciliSnoj knjiznici, i to
u zatvorenom spremi$tu. S obzirom da su i jedan i drugi ¢asopis
izdavali vode¢i hrvatski heraldiCari svojega vremena, Emilij
Laszowski i Viktor Duisin, nije ni ¢udo da su ti uglavhom nepoznati
tekstovi dobili veo misti¢nosti i gotovo kabalisticke okultnosti medu
heraldi¢arima.

Da u njima nema nista misti¢no te da oni sadrze, iako zanimljive i
bez sumnje vrijedne ¢lanke hrvatske heraldicke (ali i genealoSke,
biograske itd.) bastine, ipak relativho ,obi¢ne” i ni u kojem slucaju
krucijalne radove, pokazuje Galovi¢ svojim detaljnim pregledom
sadrzaja i kritickim osvrtom na oba Casopisa. Tako u svojem
pregledu Galovi¢ detaljno upoznaje Citatelia s okolnostima
nastanka, pripreme, distribucije i prijama Casopisa, opisuje
financijske i druge probleme na koje su oba urednika konstantno
nailazili pri njihovoj izradi, a takvo iskustvo nam itekako moze
pomoci da bismo izbjegli slicne zamke za na$ » Grb i zastavu«, kojeg
na kraju krajeva Galovi¢ i spominje s nhadom da postane njihov
svojevrsni nasljednik, nadajmo se bolje sudbine.

Laszowski je pokrenuo » Vitezovica« s podnaslovom »Mjesecnik
za genealogiju, biografiju, heraldiku i sfragistiku« 1903. godine, a
DuiSin »Glasnik Heraldike : grboslovija, rodoslovija, Zivotopisa i
pecatoslovija« koji je takoder bio planiran kao mjesec¢nik, 1937.
godine. Oba casopisa uspjela su izlaziti jedva dvije godine, no
daleko rjede od planiranih 12 brojeva po godistu. Oba su se ¢asopisa
trebala financirati iskljuivo iz pretplate, a tek djelomi¢no od
reklamnih oglasa, no prikupljanje pretplatnika nije bilo jednostavno.
Uslijed problema financiranja svesci su bili uglavnom otisnuti na vrlio
nekvalitetnom novinskom papiru, $to je zasigurno i jedan od razloga
zasto su se i tako rijetko sa€uvali. Drugi problem s kojim su se oba
urednika suocila bio je nedostatak autora koji bi kvalitetno i redovito
mogli pruzati dovoljno materijala za popunjavanje svezaka. U
Hrvatskoj, €ini se, jednostavno nije bilo dovoljno strunjaka ovog
podrucja koji bi mogli ,proizvoditi ¢lanke. Stoga je i u » Vitezovicu« iu
»Glasniku« veliki postotak ¢lanaka koji su priredili sami urednici.

Tako je »Vitezovié« izaSao u ukupno 11
svezaka na 16 stranica i dva dvobroja na 24
stranice, a » Glasnik heraldike« u 4 sveska po

»Vitezovic« and »Heraldicki glasnik«
Demystified

In the latest number of the Arhivski viesnik Tomislav Galovié
issued a paper [1] whith which he finally uncovers to the professional
public the “secret” of two heraldic journals. These journals have a
status of legends for a long time among the Croatian heraldrists and
enthusiasts interested for the coats of arms. Many have heard for
»Vitezovic« [2] and »Heraldicki glasnik« [3], some had chance to see
a few numbers, but for the most part we are all unaware what may be
found in them. An odd issue of each may be found in libraries of the
relevant museums and institutes, but the complete collection may be
found only in the National and University Library, in its protected
depot. Since both journals were edited by the leading heraldrists of
their period, Emilij Laszowski and Viktor Duisin, it is no wander
that those mostly unknown texts gained a veil of mystery and the
status of almost cabalistic ocultness among heraldrists.

That there is nothing mystique in them and that they contain,
although interesting and certainly valuable articles of the Croatian
heraldic (but also genealogic, biographic etc.) heritage, still relatively
“trivial” and in no way crucial works, Galovi¢ shows in his detailed
review of their contents and with his critical overview of the both
journals. Thus Galovi¢ recounts in details the circumstances of
emergence, editing, distribution and reception of the journals, he
describes the financial and other problems both editors run into.
Their experience could be valuable to us to evade similar traps for
our »Grb i zastava«, that after all is mentioned by Galovi¢ with
aspiration to become a kind of successor of the two, hopingly with
better fate.

Laszwoski started »Vitezovi¢« subtitled »Genealogy, biography,
heraldry and sphragistics monthly« in 1903, and Dui$in started
»Journal of Heraldry : armorial study, genealogy, biography and
sigillography«, also planned to be a monthly journal, in 1937. Both
Journals managed to live for barely two years, although with less then
planned 12 issues annually. Both journals were conceived to be
financed by subscription solely, only in small part from
advertisements, but gaining of the customers was not simple. Due to
the financing problems, the booklets were mostly printed on a very
low quality wood-pulp paper, certainly contributing to why there are
so few copies preserved today. The other problem both editors had
to face was shortage of authors who would be able to provide
enough materials to fill the booklets with quality and regularity. It
seems that in Croatia simply there were not enough experts in these
areas of study who could “produce” the articles. Therefore a great
many articles in both »Vitezovi¢« and »Glasnik« were prepared by

the editors themselves.
So »Vitezovi¢« appeared in the total of 11

16 stranica, dva dvobroja s 32 odnosno 24
stranice, jednom posebnom broju na 4
stranice i jednom Cetverobroju na 40
stranica. Dakle, ukupno se radi o 21 svesku
sa 388 stranica. Izlazili su u vrlo razli¢itim

chapter of the paper he states
that “after the discontinuation
of these journals ... there was
no central publication on the
expert and scholar level...” so
that the heraldic articles were
published in various journals
and newspapers. Although this
was not directly stated, it
leaves the suggestion that the
two journals have been some
kind of scientific journals. It
should be highlighted that
neither »Vitezovi¢« nor
»Glasnik« were scientific
journals as we use the term
today in academic community
— neither by the volume of
papers, nor by the review
process nor any other
requirements that academic
Jjournals are required to have.
Even in the period when these
two journals were active, scholarly papers from the academic areas
that they covered were at the same time issued in suitable academic
journals, just as they are published today, like Arhivski vjesnik of the
Croatian State Archives, the Journal for Croatian History and
Historical Journal of the Croatian History Institute, the Historical
Proceedings of the Croatian History Society or such covering local
topics like the Senj and the Osijek Almanac, fo mention but a few. It is
still correct that there is no central scholar journal for heraldry and
akin studies, there are still enough journals in Croatia that are ready
to publish such papers and which are academically quite
appropriate. That becomes quite clear when we compare the ample
bibliography that Galovi¢ and Filipovic list in their Review [4], as
much as in my opinion it is quite clear that it is still possibly too early
for a single specialized heraldic scholarly journal — though a simple
reason that it would still lack enough materials for regular, even only
annual publishing. That is not because there would not be materials
in our heritage, but because we still do not have enough researchers
who would cover those topics regularly, or in the other words, our
heraldic production is still not voluminous enough to fill up such
jJournal. We are looking forward with optimism to the time when this
shall be different.

We would recommend to all our readers to study in depth the
Galovi¢'s paper, that shall be available soon also at
http://hrcak.srce.hr/arhivski-vjesnik.

Our »Grb i zastava« can learn some lessons from its two spiritual
predecessors. Obviously, we have made a suitable decision for more
moderate issuing frequency instead of the overambitious monthly
timing. With parallel texts in Croatian and English we have insured a
wider audience. By that not that we only promote Croatian heraldic
and vexillologic heritage, as we believe, but we are potentially open
to the foreign authors for topics of interest to our readers. No doubt
that today in Croatia we have a larger (although still modest) number
of potential authors, certainly more then in the early and mid-20th
century. Not less important, we should be grateful to the Zagreb City
Office for Education, Culture and Sports for their subventions for the

To paraphrase a German proverb — it is
easy to launch ajournal; it is difficult to maintain issuing it. As Galovi¢
has shown clearly, Laszowski and Duisin managed to do that even
longerthen it could have been really expected.

Registar grbova

Udruzenje nudi javnosti konzultacijske
usluge za usvajanje novog ili ponovno
usvajanje tradicionalnog grba, kako obiteljskih
tako i drustvenih simbola. Za tu svrhu udruga
pronalazi renomiranog heraldi¢ara koji dizajnira
novi grb ili izraduje reprezentativan prikaz
starog grba. Vjerojatno najznacajnija aktivnost
udruZenja je njezin registar grbova, koji se
objavljuje u grbovniku »Der Wappen-Léwe —
Jahrbuch«. U rujnu 2009. iza$lao je iz tiska 16
svezak tog godiSnjaka. Temeljem registracije,
moZe se izraditi isprava o usvajanju grba, a
biljeZi se i motivacija za usvajanje pojedinih
grbovnih elemenata. Registracija sluzi i kao
znacCajan doprinos osiguravanju zastite grba,
koji je u njemackom zakonu izjednacen s
pravom na prezime (Cl.

Sto je potrebno razmotriti prilikom
usvajanja obiteljskog grba?

U Njemackoj je usvajanje grba odredene
obitelji jednostran i slobodan ¢&in obitelji
odnosno njezinog ¢lana bez ikakve javne
intervencije. Po zakonu nije potrebna nikakva
sluzbena potvrda ili registracija, a nije ni
moguca €ak i ako se Zeli. Stoga neka heraldic¢ka
udruzenja nude uslugu registracije po
privatnom pravu, kao $to to radi i Wappen-
Léwe. Time se dokumentira usvajanje grbovnih
oznaka da bi se sprijeCilo da netko drugi
L2ukrade“ grb. Svaki novi grb mora se razlikovati
od onih koji ve¢ postoje. Udruzenje, koristeci
svoju znacajnu knjiznicu, temeljito usporeduje
predloZzenu skicu s postoje¢im grbovima
objavljenim u heraldickoj literaturi. Mozda i nije
potrebno posebno napominjati, svaki novi grb
mora zadovoljavati naslijedene heraldi¢ke
zakone i udruzenje detaljno provjerava da li ih
se prijedlog pridrzava.

Der Wappen-Lowe
a German heraldic association

Der Wappen-Lowe was founded in
1980 by the famous German heraldist
Claus D. Bleisteiner. The society
comprises around 50 members and is
operated on a voluntary basis. It is a non-
commercial, incorporated society to
advance heraldry and related sciences.

The Wappen-Léwe armorial
registry

The society offers to the public
consult services during the adoption of a
new or the re-adoption of a traditional
coat of arms, weather for family or
society symbols. For the purpose, the
society recruits a renown heraldist to
design a new arms or to create a
representative depiction of an old one.
Maybe the most important activity of the
society is the register of the coat of arms,
published in the roll of arms as »Der
Wappen-Léwe — Jahrbuch«. Recently,
the volume 16 was published in
September 2009. Based on the
registration a proof of adoption of the
armorial bearings may be provided while
the motivation to adopt the respective
devices is documented. The registration
also serves as substantial contribution to
assure the protection of the arms, in
German law analogue to the right to
one's family name (§12 in the German
Civil Code/BGB). The registered
armorial bearings thereby will be
conserved in content and design over
generations. The registered arms are
also issued in a sealed document of the
arms (armorial letter).

Already more than 1400 coats of arms
have been registered since 1980, with
armorial letters issued and published in
the Jahrbuch in colours or in black and
white. The Jahrbuch is printed in a run of
400 copies and is deposited at notable
libraries, archives, and societies either in
Germany or abroad. The society
registered arms of some of the more
prominent bearers, e.g. in 2007/08 the
coats of arms of two famous sponsors
were created and registered by the
Wappen-Lowe, documented in the 16th
Jahrbuch: Dr. Reinhard Marx,
archbishop of Miinchen and Freising,
and Reinhard Pappenberger, auxiliary
bishop in Regensburg.

What must be considered at the
adoption of family arms?

In Germany the adoption of a coat of
arms for a specific family is a unilateral
and free act of a family or family member
without any public intervention. No public
affirmation or registration is necessary or

even possible if desired. That's the
reason why some heraldic societies
offer a registration under private law,
as the Wappen-Loéwe does. This
documents the adoption of the
armorial bearings to prevent a
»theft« of the arms by others. Any
new arms must differ from those
already existing. The society,
through its prominent heraldic
library, compares meticulously the
respective draft with existing arms
published in the heraldic literature.
Needles to say, any new arms must
comply with the inherited heraldic
laws, and the society also minutialy
check the draft for the adherence.

While the registration of the
armorial bearings in the society's
register, like it is with several other
similar organizations in Europe,
does not provide any privileges to
the bearer other then being
documented in a heraldically
respectable register, such
registrations is chosen to be
performed by many people today
who have the wish to bear arms.
Following the ancient heraldic
principles (mentioned already by
Sassoferatto in 15th century! and
other respectable heraldic
authorities) that any free citizen has
right to adopt and to bear an armorial
bearing, not connected with him
having any noble titles or any other
privileges, the society enables that
the executing of this right by
whomever wish it, is properly
documented and is done within the
bounds of the heraldic tradition. The
society also helps those who already
have family arms to obtain
heraldically correct and artistically
pleasing depictions of their inherited
arms. Thus an old arms may be
revived in a modern and fresh
depiction applicable to the needs
and requirements of today and yet
retaining the conformance to the
heraldic rules. In this way an
inherited or a new arms may
become a personally symbol of
identity applicable even in the
modern everyday life.

Hrvatska enciklopedija i veksilologija Croatian Encyclopaedia and Vexillology

U hrvatskoj leksikografiji, tocnije
receno u novoj Hrvatskoj
enciklopediji, u svesku 11 /Tr—2Z/ (ur.
Slaven Ravli¢, izdava¢ Leksiko-
grafski zavod Miroslav Krleza u
Zagrebu) objavljenom 2009. godine,
po prvi je puta vlastitom natuknicom
ili predmetnicom zastupljena
pomocéna povijesna znanost
veksilologija. lako u prvotnom
enciklopedijskom abecedariju nije
bila uklju¢ena nastojanjem pak
urednistva struke pomocnih
povijesnih znanosti u Hrvatskoj
enciklopediji, veksilologija je dobila
svoju, svakako, zasluzenu i nuznu
natuknicu, a uz koju ide i retkarina, tj. propisani broj redaka za
njezino opisivanje. Medutim, potonje je bilo onoliko sukladno
karakteru same edicije. Trebalo je tako u veli¢inom ograni¢enom
prostoru definirati sam pojam i prikazati ga u osnovnim elementima,
pokusavajuci ujedno u $to manje rijeci izreCi $to viSe podataka o
obradivanom pojmu. Dok je prvo manje-vise bilo jednostavno uciniti
problem je tek slijedio jer je trebalo iz dosta brojne i raznovrsne
(znanstvene i publicisticke) inozemne literature izvuéi najosnovnije i
spomenuti samo najbitnije. Drugim rijeCima, kada se ona javlja kao
pomocéna znanost povijesti i drugih druStveno-humanisti¢kih
podrucja, Sto joj to daje znanstvenu zasebnost, koja je njezina
terminologija, glavna istrazivaci i njihova djela odnosno udruzZenja i
ustanove (od amaterskih preko stru¢nih do znanstvenih itd.). U
sklopu toga prikazati razvoj i oblike zastava kao glavnog predmeta
istrazivanja i teoretiziranja. Naglaska je trebalo podjednako staviti i
na hrvatski udjel i posebnosti u svemu tome (autore i djela) jer se
ipak radi o nacionalnoj enciklopediji.

Zasto pak do sada, izuzev natuknice zastava, nije bilo u nasim
leksikografskim izdanjima natuknice o veksilolgiji mozda najbolje
ilustrira Cinjenica da se ona tek u samostalnoj i suverenoj Hrvatskoj
pocela proucavati i vrednovati, i to na viSe razina — od amatera i
publicista preko kulturnih institucija do sveucili$nih ustanova — iako
je i prije toga, valja to istaci, bilo vrijednih pojedinaca koji su se
posvetilitome poslu.

Skrenimo paznju da je u ovom trenutku, u pogledu
enciklopedijske natuknice veksilologija u Hrvatskoj enciklopediji,
ucinjeno koliko je to realno bilo moguce, a da se pritom poStuju
zadani parametri i pravila koja nalaze leksikografska struka. Stoga
ovdje donosimo izvorni tekst natuknice, a koji je zbog ograni¢enog
prostora u Hrvatskoj enciklopediji objavljen u skracenom obliku. Tko
bude usporedio jedan i drugi tekst jasno Ce uvidjeti Sto je zbog
navedenog moralo biti pokraéeno ili izostavljeno. No, unato¢ tomu

veksilologija (od lat. vexillum, zastava, barjak + -logija) ili
zastavoslovlje, novija je pomoc¢na povijesna znanost koja proucava
nastanak i uporabu zastava tijekom povijesti, te njihovu suvremenu
izradu C¢ime ulazi u podrucje primijenjene umjetnosti
(veksilografija), estetike i dizajna. U pocetku se smatrala dijelom
heraldike, ali podjednako i semiotike, sociologije, politologije,
psihologije itd., odnosno pomo¢nom granom drustvenih znanosti.
Termin v. po prvi put je uporabio 1957. americki znanstvenik
Whitney Smith, osniva¢ i dugogodisnji ravnatelj Centra za
proucavanje zastava sa sjediStem u Winchesteru (SAD), te autor
brojnih v. djela (npr. Flags and arms across the world — Zastave i
grbovi svijeta, hrv.izd. 1982.).

Veksiloidi (zastavoliki simboli) i zastave javljaju se joS u
anti¢ko doba pod nazivima veksila, flamula i labara. U srednjem
vijeku zastave koriste svjetovne i crkvene institucije, posebno
gonfanon, oriflame i tzv. pravu zastavu — baner (njem. Banner, tal.
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In the Croatian lexicography or more
precisely in the new Croatian
Encyclopaedia, in the vol. 11 /Tr-Z/ (ed.
Slaven Ravlié, publisher Miroslav Krleza
Lexicographical Institute, Zagreb) issued
in 2009, the auxiliary history science of
vexillology is for the first time presented
under its own headword or lemma.
Although it was not included in the initial
encyclopaedic vocabulary, by the
endeavours of the topic editorial board of
auxiliary history sciences of the Croatian
Encyclopaedia, vexillology received its,
certainly, deserved and required
headword, with assigned rows quota, i.e.
the prescribed number of rows for the
definition. However, the latter was limited to the character of the
publication. So it was necessary to define the term and show its basic
elements in restricted space, attempting in as fewer words to contain
as much data on the topic at hand. While the first was more or less
simple, the problem was following since it was necessary to extract
the most basic and to mention the most essential of the indeed
numerous and diverse (scholar and publicist) foreign literature. In
other words, when vexillology is part of auxiliary sciences of history
and when part of other social and humanistic scholarly studies,
providing its scientific individuality, what is its terminology, who are
the main researchers and what are their works, what associations
and institutions there are (from those amateur though professional to
scientific etc.) Among this, it was to show development and shapes
offlags as the main items of its research and its theories. It needed to
have balanced content of its Croatian share and peculiarities in this
(authors and works), since it is after all a national encyclopaedia.

The question why there was no headword vexillology, although
there was one for flag, in our lexicographic publications so far is
maybe best answered with fact that vexillology started to be
researched and valued only in the independent and sovereign
Croatia, and in several layers — from amateurs and publicists though
cultural societies to university institutions — although it should be
mentioned that there were noteworthy individuals who dealt with it
even before.

We would like to highlight that in this moment, regarding the
encyclopaedic headword vexillology in the Croatian Encyclopaedia,
it was done as much as it was really possible, while respecting the
given parameters and rules of the lexicographic profession. For this
reason we provide here the original text as prepared, that was due to
the limited space of the Croatian Encyclopaedia, published there in
concise form. Whoever shall compare the two texts shall clearly see
what had to be abbreviated and omitted. However, the most
important is that the headword vexillology found its place on the
pages and rows of our most important encyclopaedic publication,
since that is a prerequisite that in the subsequent editions it may be
enlarged and that it— pursuant its development — gains importance.

I‘E

Vexillology (from Lat. vexillum, flagm banner + -logy) or the study of
flags is a relatively new auxiliary science of history studying the
emergence and use of flags though the history, and their contemporary
manufacture with which it enters into the area of applied art
(vexillography), aesthetics and design. Initially it was considered a part
of heraldry, but also equally a part of semiotics, sociology, political
sciences, phycology etc., i.e. an auxiliary branch of the social sciences.
The term v. was first used in 1957 by the American scientist Whitney
Smith, the founder and a long-term director of the Flag Research Centre
situated in in Winchester (USA) amnd author of numerous v. works
(e.g. Flags and arms across the world — Zastave i grbovi svijeta, Cro.
ed. 1982).

The vexilloids (flag-like symbols) and flags appear already in
antiquity under the names vexilla, flamula and labarum. In the Middle
Ages flags are used by secular and ecclesiastic institutions, especially
gonfanon, oriflamme and so called actual flag — banner (Germ. Banner,
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Hrvatska enciklopedija i veksilologija

bandiera), hrv. banderij. U novom vijeku zastave se rabe u vrlo
Sirokom rasponu, od drzava i vojnih jedinica do plemic¢kih porodica
i cehova, $to rezultira formiranjem razliitih vrsta zastava i
zastavica (standarta, guidon, penon, kornet i dr.).

Zastave se konvencionalno dijele na drzavne, civilne, ratne i
pomorske, a ustanovljene su i posebne oznake koje se koriste
prilikom njihova opisa. Osnovni dijelovi zastave su zastavni list ili
zastavno polje, te koplje i zastavna vrpca (ne nuzno). Zastave mogu
biti jednobojne, te dvobojne i visebojne podijeljene vodoravno ili
okomito. Na zastavama moze, ali i ne mora biti grb.

Za svaku je pojedinu zastavu bitno nekoliko nacela:
jednostavnost, suvislost u pogledu onoga S§to zastava treba
predstavljati, umjerenost u bojama, izbjegavanje natpisa i drugih
sloZenih oblika na zastavi, zasebnost ili srodnost zastave s obzirom
nanjezinu svrhu i poruku.

Budu¢i da zastave prije svega imaju ulogu drustvene
komunikacije njihova je uporaba raznorodna. Koriste se na kopnu i
moru, potom privatno, javno i u ratne svrhe, odnosno u
ceremonijalne, protokolarne i Sportske svrhe, u pomorskom
prometu, te u sluc¢aju razlicitih opasnosti itd. Njima se moze iskazati
Cast, sramota, upozorenje, poticaj, prijetnja, obecanje, pohvala i
osuda.

Od 1967. djeluje, a sluzbeno je registrirana 1969.,
Medunarodna federacija veksiloloskih udruga (Fédération
internationale des associations vexillologiques) koja za cilj ima

Ital. bandiera), Cro. banderij. In the Modern Age the flags are used ina
very wide span, from the state and military units to noble families and
guilds, resulting in forming of different kinds of flags and flaglets
(standard, guidon, pennon, cornet etc.) The national flags in Europe
mostly emerge in mid-19" century, during the great revolution of 1848.
In the contemporary period, the flags prosper and become, beside the
coat of arms, the main symbol of each state, province, city, various
institutions, associations etc.

The flags are conventionally divided into state, civil, war and
maritime, while there are special symbols used for their description.
The basic parts of a flag are the flag leaf or the flag field, the spear and
the flag streamer (not always). The flags may be monocoloured,
bicoloured and multicoloured, divided horizontally or vertically. The
flag may, but need not to, contain a coat of arms.

For each flag some basic principale are important: simplicity,
meaningfulness to what it should represent, moderation in colours,
avoidiance of inscriptons and other complex shapes, individuality or
affinity of the flag considering its purpose and message.

Since the flags have primary the role of social communication,
their use is diverse. They are used on land and on sea, privately, publicly
and in war, in ceremonial, protocolar and sporting events, in maritime
transport and to indicate various dangers etc. They may express honour,
disgrace, warning, encouragement, threat, promise, commendation and
conviction.

The International Federation of Vexillologic Associations
(Fédération internationale des associations vexillologiques) is active
since 1967, formally registered in 1969. Its goal is “creating and
developing of a corps of knowledge on flags of all kinds, their forms and
functons, as well as scientific theories and principles based on that
knowledge”. The International Congresses of Vexillology are regularly
held biannually. In Croatia since 2006 acts the Croatian Heraldic and
Vexillologic Association publishing journal Grb i zastava (ed. Z.
Heimer).

Among the Croatian researches v. was pursued by Josip Lueti¢ ("O
drzavnoj zastavi Dubrovacke Republike", Pomorski zbornik 5/1967)
and Bartol Zmaji¢ (in his book Heraldika, sfragistika, genealogija,
veksikologija.

Tvrdavu Nehaj u gradu
Senju dao je sagraditi |
senjski kapetan i general
austrijske vojske  Ivan
Lenkovié¢, a gradena je od
1553. do 1558. godine.
Kao izuzetno vazan
fortifikacijski objekat u
ovom dijelu Jadrana,
sazidana je od
razgradenog materijala
sruSenih sakralnih
objekata izvan zidina
Senja. Ima kockasti oblik,
a orijentirana je prema g
stranama svijeta. Visoka je
18, aSiroka 23 metra. U nju

Zahvaljujuéi uskocimai njihovoj hrabroj borbi grad Senj je ostao
nepokoren grad, a uskoci postaju simbolom obrane ovih
hrvatskih prostora od razli€itih neprijatelja.

U prizemlju tvrdave u samom njezinom srediStu nalazi se
malo dvoriste s cisternom i grlom na njoj, a iznad cisterne na
zidu se nalaze uzidana tri kamena reljefna grba. Lijevigrb je grb
kapetana Ivana Lenkovi¢a, u sredini je grb gradackog

Three stone relief coats of arms
on the Nehaj fort in Senj

g The Nehaj fort in the city of

Senj was built by the Senj
Captain and the General of
Austrian Army Ivan Lenkovié,
and it was erected between
15653 and 1558. As an extremely
important fortification object in
this part of Adriatic coast, it was
built whit materials used from
that purpose demolished sacral
objects outside the walls of
Senj. Itis cube shaped, oriented
towards the main compass
| points. It is 18 m high and 23 m
- wide. The entrance was
fashioned over a wooden bridge
though a narrow double winged
doors. The walls are between 2
and 3.30 m thick, narrowing
somewhat towards the top,
where they form embattlements with five corner turrets. There
are about one hundred rifle loop holes and 11 openings for
cannons. A beautiful view may be seen from the top towards the
islands of Rab, Goli, Prvi¢, Cres and Krk and the mountains of
Gorski kotar, Ucka and Velebit.

Ivan Lenkovi¢ ordered the demolition of all sacral and other
masoned objects outside the city walls, so that they could not
be used by the Ottoman Turks as fortifications. With the building
of the fort a firm defence of Senj was established both from the
land and from the sea. The fort was manned by permanent
troops of Uskoks. Thanks to the Uskoks and their fortitude, the
city of Senj remained unconquered, and the Uskoks became
symbols of defence of these Croatian regions from various
foes.

On the ground floor in the very centre of the fort is a small
courtyard with a tank and fountain above it. High above the
fountain on the walls are set three stone carved relief coats of
arms. The left one is that of Captain Lenkovi¢, in the middle is
the coat of arms of Habsburg, the Archduke of Graz (i.e.
Austria), and the right one is that of Captain Herbart Vil
Auersperg— Turjaski.

All three arms are carved professionally and in high quality
from white limestone, and this was certainly done by some local
mason of 16th century, since Senj was at the time important
stone-masonry centre in this part of Adriatic.

In the Nehaj fort is now used as museum, with the collection
“The Uskoks of Senj and the Senj Littoral Captaincy” and the
exhibitions “The Churches of Senj trhough History” and “The
Municipal and Noble Coats of Arms of Senj”. As part of the
latter, several stone carved arms of the Senj nobility, that once
adorned their houses and fountains, are now set up here as
well.

THE COAT OF ARMS OF THE CAPTAIN IVAN LENKOVIC,
nobleman and the Captain-in-Chief of the Croatian and
Slavonian Military Border.

In a semicircular slanted shield a dragon. A touring helmet
above, adorned with leafy mantle, and as a crest the same
dragon as in the shield. The helmet bears around the neck a
chain with a cross.

Above the coat of arms are initials HL (Hans Lenkovi¢), and
below the year 1558, i.e. the year of fort building.

This coat of arms is of typical Renaissance design with leafy

THE COAT OF ARMS OF THE ARCHDUKE OF AUSTRIA
(Graz), king of Croatia and Bohemia.

In the St. Peter Chapel in Gotalovec,
Zajezda Parish (Community of
Budins¢ina, Krapina-Zagorje County)
there are several coats of arms
prominently displayed. First of all, the
three coats of arms of Bishop Puc and
the coat of arms of the Gothal family,
after which the town is named.

Once the palace chapel of Gothal
castle, today it is a sepulchral chapel
and it is preserved is the shape when it

entire chapel was thoroughly renovated
at the same time. Then the pulpit was
also built’.

The main and only remaining altar in
the chapel displays two arms. ©® Above
1 the altarpiece is the coat of arms of the
Bishop and above the altar attic is an
unusual split coat of arms of the Gothal
family. ® The other two arms of the
Bishop are on a stone slab on the wall to
the right ofthe altar @ and on the pulpit,
alsotothe right. ®
