All EUROTOX members should conduct the work with high objectivity and integrity, communicate the information concerning health, safety and toxicity in a timely and responsible manner with regards to the significance and credibility of the available data, abstain from professional judgments influenced by conflict of interest, economic as well as “academic”, i.e. connection with special interest groups, observe the spirit as well as the letter of law, regulations, and ethical standards with regard to the welfare of humans and animals involved in experimental procedures and practice high standards of occupational health and safety.

B. Theoretical Training

Purpose

Theoretical training in toxicology, with associated practical working to re‐enforce concepts, is essential. Such training can be provided on a modular basis. It should provide basic knowledge of the major areas of toxicology and embrace at least the topics defined below.

Topics

A candidate for registration will need to demonstrate basic knowledge in all of the following core topic areas (B1 – B14) that are considered as being essential for every toxicologist. and in at least two elective topics such as listed under B15 – B23:

In addition, it is expected that toxicologists will specialise in certain areas and obtain specific knowledge, skills and competences in a wider field. Additional elective topics can be offered upon prior notification of EUROTOX (Education and Registration Subcommittees). 

Learning objectives as well as expected level of knowledge, skills and competencies for core and specialised topics are described in Annex 1 of these Guidelines. 
Additional specialised topics can be offered by national registers or course providers and can be recognised by EUROTOX according to the process described in Annex 2.
D. Maintenance of Registration (ReRegistration)

On a 5‐year basis, Registered Toxicologists will be expected to re‐affirm their registration credentials and document their continued professional awareness, education and practice. As a minimum, to remain registered, a candidate must be working as a toxicologist, and must submit to the registering body:

D1. A CV containing relevant information such as details of post(s) held (e.g. in industry, academia or regulatory authorities, contract laboratories, consultancies, etc.) and of professional activities as part of employment performed during the past 5-year period of registration.
D2. Evidence of toxicological activity in the laast 5 years of registration e.g. list of publications (peer-reviewed, book chapters), list of internal studies (information on numbers, topics and methods used), employment references, delegation into expert committees, lecture-, professor-, and mentorship. If internal studies or practical work cannot be made available a detailed description and evaluation of the candidate by his/her manager is required. If the candidate has written, or contributed to, reports or assessments without nomination of authorship, the approximate share of the candidate should be confirmed by the manager or an expert with an overall responsibility for the project or work.
D3. Documentation of continued professional awareness and education in Toxicology such as yearly attendance of educational courses and meetings, presentation of lectures or posters, teaching activities, publications, activities in expert committees and similar during the past 5-year period of registration. These activities will comprise at least five working days per year.

The National Registering Committee decides on the detailed requirements and documentation of educational activities.
E. The National Registering Committee
A participating registering body will have lodged (and had accepted) its criteria for registering toxicologists with the national society of toxicology. The national society in turn, will have lodged (and had accepted) these criteria with EUROTOX. One registering committee only is accepted per country. The national registry will notify significant changes of their criteria to the EUROTOX Registration Subcommittee.

The approved criteria for registration of a participating registering committee will be made available to candidates (e.g. on the organisation’s website) and will include details of:

· Legislative Aspects (= application)
An outline of the information and level of documentation required from candidates applying for registration or re-registration based on Sections A – D of the Guidelines.
· Executive Aspects (= evaluation)
The constitution, regulations and modus operandi of the assessment panel whose task is to evaluate the individual applications for registration. This will also include a description of fees for processing the registration and annual membership of the national registration scheme.

· Judicial Aspects (= appeal)
An outline of what steps will be taken in the event that there is an objection to the panel’s decision including details of the appeals committee.
